The Lehigh County Coroner’s Office offers this information to
educate and inform the residents of Lehigh County on the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and its

impact to our community.

The average age of these 710 residents was 80.97 years old. 47.5% of the residents were male and
52.5% were female. This data includes test confirmed positive cases and presumed positive cases, as
determined by the medical certifier. 95% of these deaths were confirmed positive by testing (677) and



5% fall in to the presumed positive category (33). 63% of these decedents were residents of long term
care facilities in Lehigh County.
